She spoke at length about the early life 

of Birsa Munda and how he stood as a symbol of opposition to the British Government in India. 

Birsa Munda contributed towards the Indian Freedom struggle by leading the tribal community 

against the oppressive Land laws, the Zamindari system, and the Christian missionaries which 

posed a threat to the tribal interests in the Chhota Nagpur Plateau area.He mobilized the famous 

Ulgulan Movement against British atrocities and fought the British on a couple of fronts. 

Dr Haider also informed the participants that Birsa Munda was arrested by the British and lodged 

in Ranch Jail where he breathed his last on 9
th

 June at the young age of 25. He is regarded as the 

force behind the creation of Jharkhand and is revered all over the country for his immense 

contribution towards the cause of the Indian freedom movement.

PG College,Lucknow on the occasion of World Tourism Day at the Residency on 

27/09/22,under the guidance of the Principal Prof Suman Gupta. 

The programme was organized in collaboration with the Archaeological Survey of 

India,Lucknow Circle which is  the premier organization for the archaeological researches and 

protection of the cultural heritage of the nation. Maintenance of ancient monuments and 

archaeological sites and remains of national importance is the prime concern of the ASI. 

The Educational tour was led by Dr Sanobar Haider-Assistant Professor Department of History 

under the aegis of Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav. The students were told about the rich history of the 

monument and the role of the place in the first war of Indian independence of 1857 by the 

renowned Historian Mr Ravi Bhatt.Mr Bhatt  talked about the history of the monument in detail  

and how it became a stronghold of the British during the revolt in the erstwhile kingdom of 

Avadh. The construction of Residency complex was initiated by Nawab Asaf-ud-daula on the 

bank of river Gomti in, after the shifting of capital from Faizabad to Lucknow and completed by 

Nawab Saadat Ali Khan and was used by British Resident and the Chief Commissioner of 

Awadh till 1857. The ruins of the Residency remind of the historic seige of the British 

stronghold by the Avadh forces in 1857 under the leadership of Begum Hazrat Mahal Maulvi 

Ahmad-ulla Shah and several Taluqedars with the co-operation of the people of Avadh.  

The students were told about the importance of Heritage monuments and the need to protect the 

same for the future generations , an oath was also taken for the protection of Heritage on the 

occasion. 

Students from the College were accompanied by their teachers including Dr Madhumita Gupta 

and Dr Raghavendra Mishra , A slogan writing and photography competition was also organized 

on the occasion.
